 Seeding Rates: 

New Seeding: 10 Lbs per 1,000 Sq. Ft.  
Over-seeding: 5 Lbs per 1,000 Sq. Ft. 
Over-seeding High Use Areas: 12 Lbs per 1,000 Sq. Ft. at weekly/monthly intervals as needed 

Seeding Date: March – May, August – October  Dormant Seeding: December – March 

Germination Times: Perennial Ryegrass – 4-7 Days  Fescues – 5-7 Days 
 

Uses 
The mixture of Turf Type Tall Fescues and Perennial Ryegrass in Tuff Turf score in the middle of the 
NTEP quality ratings. Tuff Turf can be used on areas where cost is more of an issue than quality. It is 
recommended for outlying areas on homesteads as an upgrade to using forage type tall fescue such 
as Fawn and K-31.
